Re: Support for the Public Transportation Preservation Act of 2010, S. 3412

Dear Senators Dodd, Reed, and Whitehouse:

The New England Rail Coalition (NERC) writes today to thank you for your strong commitment to public transportation and, in particular, for your efforts to secure a $2 billion investment in transit operating funding as part of the Public Transportation Preservation Act.

NERC (www.newenglandrailcoalition.org) is a broad-based collaboration of business interests, planning organizations, transportation and environmental advocates, municipalities, and current and former legislators who recognize the need for significantly greater investment in public transportation in our region.  We believe that investing in transit operating funding for intercity rail will put people to work, and will help to preserve service for the millions of Americans who rely on transit every day.

As you well know, transit agencies across the country are suffering from a lack of funding, forcing them to raise fares and cut service, initiatives that disproportionately affect working families, older Americans, people with disabilities, and low-income people.  Moreover, cutting service at a time when we need to reduce our dependence on oil is simply the wrong way to go.  Investing in public transportation takes cars off the road, reduces greenhouse gases, cuts energy consumption, and perhaps most importantly, reduces our reliance on oil.  




The way that we have historically prioritized and funded transportation projects has been based mostly on outdated formulas that lead to more sprawl-inducing highways.  It is time to stop spending three times as much on highway construction projects as on transit and rail.


Your efforts to secure $2 billion for transit operations will provide immediate assistance to urban and rural transit agencies, which will be used to avoid or minimize service cuts and fare increases. NERC applauds and stands firmly behind your efforts to pass this emergency legislation to maintain and improve critical public transportation service. 

We look forward to working with you to secure vastly improved public transportation across New England and across the country.
